Qualification of Bidders: Bids will only be accepted from firms who have been properly prequalified (std spec 20-01) in accordance with the bid advertisement.

4.1.
Have you reviewed the legal "Advertisement for Bids" noting the requirement entitled "Qualification of Bidders" which requires the receipt of your qualifications by the Department no later than the deadline as stated in the bid advertisement?  This deadline is “Normally” but not always 12:00 noon, local time, on Friday two (2) weeks prior to the scheduled Thursday bid opening.fillin "(friday's.date.before.bid.opening.date)" \d ""  The "Advertisement for Bids" is furnished with the bid Proposal packet.  It is important to note that there are at least two different types of prequalification’s;  The Bureau of Project Development prequalification (AKA:DOT Highways prequalification), and the Bureau of Aeronautics “Short Form” prequalification.  It is critical that you are approved on the proper prequalification list as stipulated in the bid advertisement. 



IMPORTANT: Failure to be properly pre-qualified will result in any bid received to be returned unopened.

4.2
Have you submitted the "Request to Bid/Current Workload" form for each project you intend to bid?  


You are encouraged to complete and submit this form as soon as you believe you may bid the project and it should be received by the Bureau not later than 24 hours prior to the time for opening of bids.  Determination of acceptability of information submitted and authorization to bid will be at the sole discretion of the Bureau.  The Bureau will contact the bidder on the Bureau's determination for authorization to bid.  Your firms name will be added to the project “approved bidders list” posted on the Bureau’s website, only after the Bureau has approved this workload form.  The bidder's "Request to Bid/Current Workload" form is furnished within the bid Proposal packet. Failure to submit this form may result in rejection of the bid and under no circumstances will an award be made until the information is supplied.

5.
Award of Contract


Have you reviewed Section 30 (Award of Contract) of the Standard Specifications for Airport Construction, 1998 Edition before completing the bid Proposal forms? 

6.
Special Requirements.


6.1.
Have you reviewed the Federal Requirements and State Requirements included in Segment I of the bid Proposal, especially pertaining to the following?

1. Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE).  A DBE goal, if applicable, is indicated on page I-1 of the bid Proposal.  Refer to DBE Provisions in the "Federal Requirements" (Segment I) and "Special Provisions" (Segment II).  If project is not federally funded these clauses will not be included in the bid Proposal.

Contract Labor Provisions.



3.
Federal Equal Employment Opportunity.  Consider the published minority and female participation goals in the "Federal Requirements" before completing the bid Proposal forms.  If project is not federally funded this clause will not be included in the bid Proposal.  



4.
Contractor's Insurance.  Review the standard insurance requirements in Section 70, General Requirements and Covenants, Standard Specifications for Airport Construction, 1998 Edition and review the Special Provision for Supplemental Specification #9 or other possible extra requirements.

5. Erosion Control Implementation Plan (ECIP).  For projects including excavation or erosion control items, consider the requirements to be included in the ECIP before completing your bids.  The ECIP form is furnished with the bid Proposal packet.  This form ONLY needs to be completed & submitted by the contractor who is ultimately awarded the contract.
6. Buy American.  For all contracts exceeding $100,000, the contractor certifies, by submission of a bid proposal, that steel and each manufactured product are produced in the United States, as defined in the clause Buy American - Steel and Manufactured Products for Construction Contracts and that components of unknown origin are considered to have been produced or manufactured outside the United States.  North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA) does not affect the Buy American requirements.

Review State and Federal wage rates included in Segment IV of the bid Proposal.

7.
Completing the Bid Proposal.


Carefully review the General Requirements and Covenants of the Standard Specifications for Airport Construction 1998 Edition; plans and specifications; and the contents of the Proposal for Airport Work and follow all instructions prior to submitting your bid.  Have you made the following important entries?

IMPORTANT: Failure to include any of the necessary documents may result in the rejection of the bid.

Bid Proposal: Page I-1.  Important!!  Failure to sign (vs. stamp) on "Bidder Signature" blank by a duly authorized company representative, may cause bid to be declared non-responsive and rejected.  We suggest a second review to be assured that all lines have been filled in, boxes checked and seals affixed.  Indicate by checking appropriate line whether individual, partnership, joint venture or corporation.


2.
Bid Security:  Bid security in the Amount of five percent (5%) of the total amount of the bid including all alternate bids must be included. (std spec 20-08)  The three following methods of bid security are acceptable.


2.1    Bid Bond: Page I-4, I-5.  Have you included a bid bond.  


2.2    Annual Bid Bond: Page I-6.  (Optional).  In lieu of the above, the bidder may use an "ANNUAL BID BOND" if the bidder has acceptable "ANNUAL BID BOND" status with the Bureau of Highway Construction.  In the event you elect to use this option, have you completed the "CERTIFICATE OF ANNUAL BID BOND" on page I-6 of this Bid Proposal?



2.3    Certified check, bank draft, bank check, or postal money order made payable to the Wisconsin Department of Transportation. Certified checks shall be drawn on the account of the bidder submitting the Proposal.

List of Subcontractors: Page I-7.  Have you listed the subcontractors you plan to use?  Obtaining approval for subcontractors not listed may delay construction, should your Proposal be accepted.  However you are NOT required to use subs listed on this form.  All subs have to be approved prior to use by the completion of request to subcontract forms completed by the successful bidder after an award has been made.  Have you signed the list of sub form in the space provided? 


4.
Schedule of Prices:  Segment V.  Have you entered a unit price in numerals and total amount in numerals of each bid item?  Have you completed the alternate bids?  Have you recorded the total amount of your bid on the last page of the Bid Schedule?  Failure to include a unit price for each bid item may result in rejection of bid.

5.
Addenda.  Have you acknowledged each addendum by signing in the space provided and attaching it to the inside back cover of the Proposal? Failure to acknowledge issued addenda may result in rejection of the bid.
IMPORTANT: Failure to include any of the necessary documents may result in the rejection of the bid.

8.
Interpretations.


Have you submitted to the Engineer written or, if time is not available, oral questions about the meaning or intent of the construction documents or other inquiry, prior to the time set for the prebid conference?  Interpretations or clarifications considered necessary by the Engineer in response to such questions will be issued by Addenda mailed or delivered to all parties recorded by the Engineer as "plan holders" and having received the construction documents.  Questions received after the prebid conference or less than seven days prior to the date for opening of Bids may not be answered.  Only questions answered by formal written Addenda will be binding.  Oral and other interpretations or clarifications will be without legal effect.

9.
Submission of Bids.

9.1.
Bids must be received by the deadline listed in the bid advertisement or as approved via addenda.  Bids received after the authorized date and time will be returned unopened.  No exceptions will be granted.  Bidders submitting their bid by mail may do so at their own risk. Please allow sufficient time to help ensure receipt prior to the deadline. Bidders submitting their bids by hand delivery, please be aware that Security procedures have been instituted at the Hill Farms State Transportation Building in Madison. Please allow extra time for hand delivering bids.
